Instructions to Candidates:

The purpose of this record is to track your attendance to the subjects the CVFD has determined as critical tasks/knowledge for developing your firefighting skills and abilities.  It is your responsibility to keep this record up to date and available for review by department Officers at all times.  Each subject must be signed and dated by the instructor to receive credit for the training. 

 While serving as a candidate firefighter at no time shall you enter an IDLH (Immediately Dangerous to Life or Health) atmosphere.

While serving as a candidate firefighter at no time shall you operate any apparatus in the CVFD fleet.

As a candidate firefighter at no time shall you perform a skill/task you have not had signed off on a fire scene without specific directions from the Incident Commander.

As a candidate firefighter your first line supervisor is the Lieutenant Training Officer.  All issues or concerns shall be routed through him or her.

It is your responsibility as a candidate firefighter to inform yourself of the CVFD By-Laws and Standard Operating Guidelines.  They can be found on the CVFD Website at www.crosbyvfd.org, if you can’t access the Internet ask your Training Lieutenant for a hard copy.
